Although modern football began in nineteenth-century England, the English didn't invent
football: they simply gave it rules. Human beings have always liked kicking round objects. Two
and a half thousand years ago the Chinese played a game called Tsu-Chu, which means “to kick
a ball made of leather with the feet'.

A Roman stone carving from Yugoslavia, from around the year 200 AD, shows a man
holding a type of football and the Greeks are known to have played a game called episkyros.
Although the details are unknown, it's certain that these games were all played by two teams.

There are records of football being played in the twelfth century on the streets of London.
King Edward Il banned (stopped) it in 1314, saying, "There is a great noise in the city caused by
hustling (fighting) over large balls'. Later kings also banned the game without much success. By
the sixteenth century it had become very rough (dangerous). Most games were played in villages
with as many as 500 people in each team. They played from midday until sunset.

By the nineteenth century only the rich private schools were playing football. Each had
its own set of rules which made games between schools impossible. In 1862 a set of ten rules
were written down - five of these are in use today. The first competition cup, the Football
Association Cup, was started in 1872. League football began in 1888 and teams formed all over
England, involving everyone, not just the rich. By 1900 English sailors had taken the game to
other countries. In 1930 the first World Cup match was played: it was won by Uruguay.
(England didn't enter until 1950). Now the World Cup is the focus of football. The final match is
watched on TV by almost half the world's population. Football is certainly the world's most
popular sport.

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1. Seven Wonders of the World are works of art and architecture regarded by ancient Greek and
Roman observers as the most extraordinary structures of antiquity. Only one wonder of the
seven, the pyramids of Egypt, still stands today.

2. It was carved in the mid-5th century BC by the Greek sculptor Phidias. The colossal statue
was the central feature of the Temple at Olympia, where the Olympic Games were held. It was
considered to be Phidias’s masterpiece. The seated figure of the king of the Greek gods was 12
m in height and made of ivory and gold. An earthquake probably leveled the temple in the 6th

century AD, and the statue was later taken to Constantinople, where a fire destroyed it.

3. The lighthouse, built in about 280 BC during the reign of Ptolemy stood more than 134 m tall
— about as high as a 40-storey building. A fire was kept burning at its top to welcome sailors
coming to the Egyptian land. Storms and an earthquake had damaged the lighthouse by 955 AD;
an earthquake completely destroyed it during the 14th century.

4. They consisted of several tiers of platform terraces built upon arches and extending to a great

height. Accounts of their height range from about 24 m to a less reliable estimate of more than

90 m. Trees and colourful plants and flowers grew on the terraces, irrigated with water brought
up from the Euphrates River.

A huge bronze statue of the Greek sun god Helios was erected in about 280 BC to guard the
entrance to the harbor at Rhodes, a Greek island off the coast of Asia Minor. The statue stood
about 32 m tall and according to legend, it straddled the harbor. An earthquake destroyed it in

224 BC.

5.Queen Artemisia built the tomb in memory of Mausolus, her brother and husband, in what is
now southwestern Turkey. It was decorated by the leading sculptor of the age. An earthquake

probably toppled the structure, and its materials were later used as building material. Only
fragments remain of this tomb from which the word mausoleum derives.

6. They were built on the west bank of the Nile River at Giza during the 4th Dynasty (about 2575
to about 2467 BC). The oldest of the seven wonders, they are the only one remaining nearly
intact today. Their white stone facing was later removed for use as building material in other

places. According to the Greek historian Herodotus, ten years were required to prepare the site
and 100,000 labourers worked thereafter for 20 years to complete the largest of them, which
contains the king’s tomb.

7. An imposing temple in honour of the goddess of the hunt was built in what is now Turkey in
the 6th century BC and rebuilt after it burned in 356 BC. Archaeologists estimate that the temple
measured 104 m in length and 50 m in width. Its 127 stone columns stood more than 18 m tall.
The temple was destroyed by the Goths in 262 AD.

Britain is rich in its historic places which link the present with the past. The oldest part of
London is Lud Hill, where the city is originated. About a mile west of it there is Westminster
Palace, where the king lived and the Parliament met, and there is also Westminster Abbey, the
coronation church. Liverpool, the "city of ships", is England's second greatest port, ranking after
London.

The British Museum is the largest and richest museum in the world. It was founded in 1753 and
contains one of the world's richest collections of antiquities. The Egyptian Galleries contain
human and animal mummies. Some parts of Athens' Parthenon are in the Greek section. Madam
Tussaud's Museum is an exhibition of hundreds of life-size wax models of famous people of
yesterday and today. The collection was started by Madam Tussaud, a French modeller in wax,
in the 18th century. Here you can meet Marilyn Monroe, Elton John, Picasso, the Royal Family,
the Beatles and many others: writers, movie stars, singers, politicians, sportsmen, etc.

Originally a vehicle for royal authority, this system gradually evolved
into a representative government and finally became a means through which democracy could be
exercised. Today legislative power comes from the lower house of Parliament, known as the
House of Commons. The freely elected members of the House of Commons select the nation’s
chief executive, the prime minister. He or she in turn appoints members of the House of
Commons to the Cabinet, a body of advisers. Because the executive is not separated from the
legislature, the government is efficient as well as responsive to the electorate.

Britain was a pioneer in economic matters. The first industrial revolution occurred in
Britain in the 18th and early 19th centuries and led to the development of the world’s first
society dominated by a middle class. Britain was the first nation to have more than half of its
population living in urban areas. Rapid economic development and worldwide trade made
Britain the richest nation in the world during the reign of Queen Victoria in the 19th century. For
a long time before and after the Industrial Revolution, London was the center of world
capitalism, and today is still one of the world’s most important business and financial centres.

Teenagers have admitted they drop litter because they don’t think it’s cool to use a bin.
A survey by the Tidy Britain Group found that boys say that putting rubbish in a bin would
make them appear “soft” or “uncool”. Youngsters aged 13-16 were asked what they thought
litter was, how big a problem it was in their area, who they thought dropped litter and why
they did it.

Most teenagers believe rubbish is mainly made up of sweet and crisp wrappers and that
richer areas are less likely to be littered than poorer ones. They also recognize that rubbish is
a common thing in and around schools. When it comes to dropping litter, the kids questioned
admitted their age group were the biggest culprits, with boys more to blame than girls. One
14-year-old said he dropped litter “365 days a year — ‘cos I’m always eating”.

A lack of waste bins was mentioned as an excuse for dropping rubbish, but the main

reason given is laziness and peer pressure.

Electric motor

An electric motor is an electric machine that converts electrical energy into mechanical energy.
In normal motoring mode, most electric motors operate through the interaction between an
electric motor's magnetic field and winding currents to generate force within the motor. In
certain applications, such as in the transportation industry with traction motors, electric motors
can operate in both motoring and generating or braking modes to also produce electrical energy
from mechanical energy.

Found in applications as diverse as industrial fans, blowers and pumps, machine tools, household
appliances, power tools, and disk drives, electric motors can be powered by direct current (DC)
sources, such as from batteries, motor vehicles or rectifiers, or by alternating current (AC)
sources, such as from the power grid, inverters or generators. Small motors may be found in
electric watches. General-purpose motors with highly standardized dimensions and
characteristics provide convenient mechanical power for industrial use. The largest of electric
motors are used for ship propulsion, pipeline compression and pumped-storage applications with
ratings reaching 100 megawatts. Electric motors may be classified by electric power source type,
internal construction, application, type of motion output, and so on.

Devices such as magnetic solenoids and loudspeakers that convert electricity into motion but do
not generate usable mechanical power are respectively referred to as actuators and transducers.
Electric motors are used to produce linear force or torque (rotary).

The railway was invented before the age of steam. Its advantages and disadvantages were
long debated. Its efficiency was demonstrated in 1805, when a single horse drew a load of 55
tons for six miles along a level without distress.

The early railroad pioneers understood the question of speed as very significant. There was an
upper limit to the speed which could be attained on land. It was set up by horse and the world
record for a horse pulling a vehicle in 1806 was 20 miles per hour (mph). Later developments
with pneumatic-tyred wheels brought this average speed up to 30 mph. The inventor of the «iron
horse» was Stephenson whose «Rocket» ran at a speed of 35 mph. That's why we consider the
14™ October, 1829, the opening of a new era, the age of mechanical transport.

Nowadays the railways surround the Earth with many bonds. The railways have opened new
countries and connected them with the rest of the world. New cities were founded and waste
lands were populated. All this has been achieved in spite of the fact the railway is neither simple
in construction, nor easy in maintenance. There were many obstacles: swamps and deserts, high
mountains and deep valleys, but the difficulties were overcome for the benefit of man.

The railways are developing and remain the vital arteries of national and international
economic life.
